A Selection of Bee Forage Plants

This list is put together out of our experience working with bees in the USA in the
Midwest and East Coast, as well as Europe. It is by no means complete but we wanted
to offer an easy list for everybody that wants to support the Honeybee by planting
forage. You can find many lists on the internet (local beekeeping clubs or cooperative
extensions), but they are usually very long and it does not make it easy to know which
are the best ones to start with. A great help in fine-tuning the offering in your locality
is to look around in the summer: where do you see the pollinators (we've never found
any on the forsythia, azalea or rhododendron). Our experience shows that all
pollinators, honeybees & native wild bees, as well as beetles and wasps profit from
planting these flowers, trees and shrubs.
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
